My Dear Parishioners, 
 
Happy New Year 2022! 
 
We begin the new year with the feast of the Solemnity of 
Mary, Mother of God. This is no liturgical accident, but 
the Church has placed this feast on this very first day of 
the year to help us reflect on the role of Mary in God’s 
plan for our salvation and seek her intercession for our 
faith life. The Church believes that she who beheld the 
face of the Savior invites us to hear the words of her Son 
Jesus, "Behold I make all things new!" (Rev. 21:5). Jesus 
alone can fulfill the desires, hopes, and dreams we have 
for this new year. And Mary is ever ready to help us 
obtaining those graces from her Son Jesus.  
 
As we begin the year, we tend to look back the events 
which played a major part in our lives and look forward to 
a year filled with hopes and promises.

WEEKLY REFLECTION 
GOD’S LAW 
 Scripture has always held God’s law to be the path to 
human happiness. In today’s first reading, Ezra the 
priest reads the scroll of the law to the people 
returned from exile. They weep—then are joyful. 
Israel’s relationship with God had always been 
defined by how they kept and lived God’s law. The 
author of Psalm 96 likewise praises the law of God as 
the source of wisdom, joy and enlightenment, purity 
and justice.  
 In his advice to the bickering Corinthians, Paul 
points out that, just as God has made all parts of a 
human body essential for the health of the whole, 
living as “Christ’s body” requires that each member 
be recognized as necessary for the good of all. 
Finally, in Luke’s Gospel Jesus claims that the Spirit 
is sending him to relieve human suffering. Like Ezra, 
he is reading from a scroll, proclaiming God’s “law” 
of mercy to those in need.

Teens and social media have been in the news a lot over 
the past several months, as research shows how damaging 
social media sites can be for self-esteem, productivity, and 
overall well-being. Instagram has been called out, with 
research citing harm done by filters and by bullying in 
private messages.
