OUR PATRON, SAINT BARNABAS 
Barnabas sacrificed himself to be instrumental in God’s cultivation of His Church. Paul makes 
specific mention of the fact that Barnabas, who willingly impoverished himself in the interests of 
the Church, labored with his own hands to support himself on his missionary journeys. In Acts 
4:36, Luke translates Barnabas to mean “son of encouragement” or “son of consolation.” The 
original Greek word rendered “encouragement,” paraklesis, means encouragement, 
consolation, comfort, exhortation and entreaty. It may be that the Apostles who gave Joseph 
the name Barnabas, saw all of these qualities in his character.

SACRAMENTO, CA – In response to the State of 
California’s release of its new “reproductive 
healthcare” website, abortion.ca.gov, California 
Catholic Conference Executive Director Kathleen 
Domingo released the following statement:

“When California families are struggling to pay for 
gas, afford rent, and put food on the table, promoting 
the violence of abortion solves none of the urgent 
problems countless families are facing. As Pope 
Francis said, “it is not ‘progressive’ to try to resolve 
problems by eliminating a human life."  
 
“Earlier this year, the Catholic bishops of California 
recommitted the support of the entire Catholic 
community to economically vulnerable and 
marginalized women, children and families.
